SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES

May 16, 2022

I. OPEN MEETING – The May 16, 2022, Selectboard meeting was opened by Chairman Haven Haynes, Jr. at 6:00 PM.   Those present:  Haven Haynes, Jr., Alfred Buckley, Mark Bullard, Noreen Labrecque, Richard Thibeault and Zachary Brown.
II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES – On a motion by Al and seconded by Mark the May 2, 2022, Selectboard meeting minutes were approved unanimously. 
III. ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO AGENDA- Bridge Project, Better Road Grant award, Website Policy change, Personnel Policy change, Caledonian Record Articles. 
IV. GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS – 
1. Chris Damato – no show – Al Buckley explained that he asked Mr. Damato (school CTE Director) If the Building Trades class could help with installing the Town Office building lettering that was removed last year to paint the building.   Mr. Damato thought they would be able to help but wouldn’t be until next fall.  
V. REPORT FROM HIGHWAY – 

1. Lemington improving Hudson Road – R. Kimball land being taken – Noreen relayed to the Selectboard that Rob Kimball is concerned that with the improvements to the Lemington portion of Hudson Road he will be losing a portion of his property.   No action taken. 
2. Richard reported that one contractor showed up for the bid meeting today.  Bids are due June 17th.   Jason Sevigny and Richard (Dubois and King) will examine the bids. 
3. The Canaan Hill Better Roads Grant in the amount of $20,000 has been approved.  Richard stated that it is for ditching and guardrails.  

4. Richard told the Selectboard that Clark Jeffers said he will hold his price for gravel the same as quoted but will have to raise his price for trucking due to the price of fuel.  
5. Richard and the Selectboard will meet on Saturday, May 21st at noon to conduct the yearly ride around.  

6. Richard has continued with grading roads as they have dried out enough to grade.   

VI. REPORT FROM WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT – 
1. The Selectboard reviewed the three versions of  Canaan/Stewartstown agreements prior to the meeting.  On a motion by Al and seconded by Mark the board unanimously agreed to send the three agreements to the Town Attorney Bill Davies and have him write up a new agreement with Stewartstown.   Once completed the two boards will meet and come to an agreement on the contents.   Haven checked with VLCT and they stated that ARPA funds could be used to pay for the attorney’s fees. 
VII.  SOLID WASTE – 
1. Transfer Station Lighting –  Al has a slight problem with the recent installation the electric at the Transfer Station.   Haven thought a space at the bottom of the garage doors should be left to prevent the doors from freezing in the wintertime since the building is not heated. 
VIII.  NEW BUSINESS –

1. Meet with Auditors – May 17, 2022 – Haven and Al will meet with them.

5. Tax Sale property – Noreen and Al attended the Tax Sale.   The property at 433 VT RTE 141 was not bid on so Al Buckley, Selectboard agreed to have the Town take the property.
